Internships are available to assist with special projects while simultaneously experiencing international cultures right 
here in North Texas. This opportunity is ideal for students interested in demographics, applied anthropology, 
international business and finance, globalization, and multicultural issues. International students are especially 
welcome.   Students work on individual levels and in teams as they liaison between staff and a variety of 
multicultural groups, civic leaders, and media. They will improve skills in the areas of communication, organization, 
efficiency, and negotiation that are transferable to their future careers.  
 
Schedules are flexible. A minimum of 12 hours is required per week (20 hours for summer internships.)   Students 
who are receiving credit will be given preference.   
 
The internship day starts with an exploration of international cultures, followed by a discussion and perhaps a global 
news item.

GLOBAL NETWORKING: updating Access databases of more than 2,000 international groups in North Texas by 
networking with international community members and leaders via phone, email, and event coverage.  
 
FINANCE: maintaining accounting records in QuickBooks, creating reports and budgets, producing IRS payments.  
 

SOFTWARE:  learning and using Photoshop, Facebook, Dreamweaver, ACCESS, QuickBooks and Excel.
