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Executive Summary

Five years ago, DFW International Community alliance produced the
first in-depth collection of data about the impact of Immigration across
the DFW metroplex. North Texas Immigration 2005: Dallas... A
Blueprint for the Future projected a clear vision of North Texas
as an international center.

As internationals began to move to the suburbs, New Americans
thrust the North Texas region into a position of prominence in the
naticnal and international market place. 100% of the City of
Dallas' population growth was from immigration, and in 26.3% of
the region's homes, English was not the language spoken. 72%
of the immigrants were from Mexico and 46% of the foreign-born
population was undocumented.

Three years later DFW International Community Alliance produced
International Dallas 2008: A Bridge to the Future. While this
report traced the influence and active participation of immigrants
since the date Dallas was founded, it also set the immigrant
population increase at 33% owver the previous ten years, as
foreign-born and their children became 40% of the region's
residents: two and half million people.

By 2008 Morth Texas had become an international center where

the energy brought by New Americans sustained the economy
and revitalized neighborhoods, The fresh sounds and tastes of global cultures offered an exciting variety of new
cultural experiences to be explored and to be packaged as a new image for Dallas. The region's first map of
international neighborhoods was created, and for the first time in the history of Dallas and North Texas, data
described the thirty largest immigrant groups by level of education and income, neighborhoods of residence,
language and types of employment, etc.  Outstanding immigrant leaders in professions such as the arts,
education, civic affairs and science were showcased. Newcomers voiced their desire to contribute as well as
their concerns and challenges as they began to learn what it takes to achieve the American Dream. Suggestion
regarding issues and opportunities in areas such as education, health, security were identified.

In 2010, as we are poised to initiate the census, we have released DFW International's 2010 Progress Report, which
consists of graphic presentations of the international / ethnic breakdown of populations in 35 individual metropolitan
cities. The data in the box above can serve as an introduction to the new and exciting face of our region.

While there are opportunities and challenges associated with these demographic changes, itis up lous to
choose whether they will be an opportunity for growth or an excuse to divide and isolate ourselves from the
dramatic population movements taking place around us and the world.  'We have the necessary ingredients to
become a world player and in doing so, to create opportunities for all our residents, while sending a message of
good will from an honest and trusted partner in the global society.
